Institutional structure -1

Ministry of Environment and Water (MOEW) is:

Responsible for development and implementation of the national policy and
legislation in the waste management sector;

Issuing permits for waste activities in case the activity is carried out on the
territory of more than one Regional Inspectorate of Environment and Water
(RIEW);

Issuing permits to recovery organizations for specific waste streams (for
example packaging, WEEE, spend oils, used batteries and accumulators, end-
of-life vehicles)

Issuing notifications for transboundary movement of waste

A competent authority on adoption of resources from the pre -accession funds
of and from the Structural and Cohesion fund as well as resources from
other international financial institutions. The MOEW is Managing authority of
OP “Environment 2007- 2013".

Dealing with regulation of activities in the public and private sector

RIEWs _control the implementation of the requirements for treatment and
transportation of waste. RIEWs issue permits, registrations and certificates for
collection, storage, transportation, recovery and disposal of waste on their territory

Executive Environment Agency _ provides classified information concerning the
environmental state in Bulgaria, daily data on air quality and radiological situation in
the country




Institutional structure -2

OTHER RESPONSIBLE AUTHORITIES
Ministry of Health - specifies the requirements for disposal of hazardous hospital

waste, expired medicines and narcotic substances

Ministry of Agriculture and Foods - issues permits for use of waste in agriculture,
incl. sludge from wastewater treatment plants, compost etc. It sets out and controls the
fulfillment of the requirement for waste management from agriculture, meat-processing
and food industry and establishes the veterinarian and sanitarian requirements for

collection and disposal of animal waste and performs sanitary control

Ministry of Finance controls the spending of state budget funds allocated for
construction of waste management facilities. The Ministry also takes part in coordination
of projects funded by EU and international financial institutions.

Ministry of Economy and Energy - controls the trade activities with ferrous and
non-ferrous metal waste, issues licences for these activities and keeps a public register

of the issued permits
Ministry of Regional Development and Public Works - controls the regional

development and the communal facilities at a national and regional level
Customs Agency _is responsible for fulfillment of the requirements on import, export
and transit of waste e.g. for the trans-boundary shipment of waste

OTHER: Ministry of Transport, National Statistical Institute, Bulgarian Institute
for Standardization,

Waste Management Act - 1

The Waste Management Act transposes the requirements of the Directive 75/442/EEC on
waste and Directive 91/689/EEC on hazardous waste __ in the national legislation.

General provisions

the scope of waste management legislation in Bulgaria is specified;

waste is classified in four basic classes (municipal, construction, industrial and
hazardous waste) and on this basis the competences of the different authorities are
specified;

the general definitions for “waste”, “producer” of waste, “holder”, “disposal” and
“recovery” operations are introduced;

the waste management hierarchy is introduced (3 levels);

designation of the competent authority responsible for the implementation of the
National Waste Management Policy

requirements for drawing up of National Waste Management Plan that includes
establishment of an integrated network of disposal installations to enable the country to

meet the self-sufficiency and proximity principles in the disposal of waste



Waste Management Act- 2

General provisions
Permit requirements for Recovery Organizations and for establishments and

undertakings that carry out recovery and disposal operations and registration of
companies that carry out storage, collection and transportation of non-hazardous

waste;

Introduction of the “polluter pays” and “producer’s responsibility” principles.

NEW PROPOSED AMENDMENTS

Introduction of landfill tax;

Transposition of the requirements of Regulation EC ~ 1013/2006 on shipments of
waste

Interrelations between municipalities using one regional landfill/ installation for
waste disposal

The transposition of new framework Directive 2008/9  8/EC on waste is upcoming.
